Any educator in Perth County is eligible
for an Educator Card, including private
schools teachers, daycare center
instructors, and home schoolers. 

To apply for an Educator Card, you will
need to visit the library with the
following items: 

• Photo ID (i.e., a driver's license) 
• Proof of current address (i.e., a
piece of mail addressed to the
applicant)
 Educators must also have a
personal library card to be eligible
for an Educator card. 

Advantages of the Educator Card:
Check out most items for double the
loan period 
Renew most items 1 time (Renewal is
unavailable if the item is reserved for
another customer) 
Pay no late fees (Payment is required
for lost or damaged items) 
Personal library card and educator card
accounts are totally separate Limits 

An educator card expires June 30 and
needs to be renewed on a yearly basis. The
card is non transferable. It can only be used
by you for education purposes
